VOEWOOD HOUSE, Norfolk and CASTLE ACRE PRIORY. Norfolk
Wednesday 24 October 2018

Visit arranged in conjunction with the Arts Societies Granta and Cantab and organised
by The Arts Society South Cambs

Voewood is a great achievement of the Arts and Crafts movement and is one of the most
important houses of this period in England. Close to the Norfolk town of Holt, Voewood was
initially privately owned. It then passed through various phases of public use — including a
WW 1 hospital and a nursing home. In 1998 the house and gardens were lovingly restored by
current owner, Simon Finch, the rare book dealer. We will have a private tour of this hidden
gem and time to explore the garden independently. Following lunch (not included) at the
restaurant and farm shop, Back to the Garden, we will visit Castle Acre Priory near Swaffham in
Norfolk. Built soon after the Norman Conquest, this Priory was part of a vast monastic
network centred on the great abbey of Cluny in France. Today its remains are among the finest
and best-preserved monastic ruins in England..
